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Abstract

This thesis is of three objectives namely; 1) to study the Mind (Citta) and
Thought process (Vithicitta) appearing in the Theravada Buddhist scriptures, 2) to study
the perception of six Sense-Bases (Ayatana) and the important doctrinal principles in
developing of Vipassana-bhavana appearing in the Theravada Buddist scriptures and
3) to study of Thought Process (Vithicitta) in the perception of six Sense-Bases
(Ayatana) of Vipassana Meditators. This thesis is to study the data of the Theravada
Buddhist scriptures called the Pali Canon (Tipitaka), the Buddhist Commentaries,
Sub-Commentaries and other related scriptures, and it is arranged as a descriptive
narration for presenting to professional checking and improving according to the
suggestions.

From study is found that the minds in the Buddist way is the nature which
knows the temparaments. They are 89 in number. In detail, they are of the number of 121
with the Sampayutta Dhammas, that is to say, the mental factors (Cetasika) is of the
state of changing the mental state according to the cause and factors, and support the
Doctrinal result to be firm in the temperaments which is of the direct effect to the
perception of the mental temparaments, especially to Vipassana Meditators. Regarding
to the Thought Process (Vithicitta), it means the mind arising in the order continually
which is of 11 activities beside Patisandhikicca, Bhavangakicca, Cutikicca receiving

the 6 temparaments:-visible object (Riparammana) and audible object (Saddarammana), etc.
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The six Sense-bases (Ayatana) are the place for arising or the place of birth
which connect to the mind and the temperament outside. This point affect to the
perception of minds and is to cause the Dhammas to be together the base of equal
knowledge of the temparaments and the obstacles which hinder the practice. They are
devided in to the 6 inner ones and the 6 outer ones which are all 12 Sense-Bases
(Ayatana) which is the one of Vipassana Meditation state (Vipassana Bhiimi)
preached by the Buddha. In the Vipassana-bhavana practice, Foundations of
Mindfulness (the four Satipatthana) are the important Doctrinal organs. They are
Kayanupassana Satipatthana, Vedananupassana Satipatthana, Cittanupassana
Satipatthana, and Dhammanupassana Satipatthana including Enlightenment factors

(Bojjhangas) which help and support to knowing the state of the mind.

The Thought Process (Vithicitta) in the perception of the temparaments
means to recognize different things appearing in our minds through the six Sense-
Bases: the eye, the ear, the nose, the tongue, the body and the mind. Infact, to see is
the state of mind knowing the visible object (Rupa) through the eyes, to hear is the
state of mind knowing the sound (Sadda) through the ears, to know the smell is the
state of knowing the smell (Gandha) through the nose, to know the taste is the state of
knowing the taste (Rasa) through the toungue. The tough is the state of knowing the
touch (Photthabba) through the body, to know the mind object (Dhamma) is the state
of knowing the mind. Vipassana Meditators must pay attention to know the
temparaments coming to his Manodvaravithi mental door passes through
Paficadvaravithi and Manodvaravithi. If the Meditators can understand and knowing it
rightly, his wisdom (Panfia) will be strengthen in order, up to the arising of
Vipassana-iiana beginning with Namartpa-parriccheda- fiana, etc. up to the arising of
Sankharupekkha- fiana with the purity and with the self training called 7 stage of
purities (Visuddhi) in order. This fact brings the destruction of Anusayakilesas on the
way of Magga. This means that this mind can extinguish the worldly temparaments
(Lokiya) and successfully to receive the supramundane temperament (Lokuttara):-
Nibbana temperament sending Vipassana Meditators to cross the state of ordinary

person to be the Noble one, the fact of which is the highest target in Buddhism.
